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This thesis, represents one of the most prominent of the prosperous Islamic heritage, who was pioneer in serving the Holy Qura’an and its sciences, Ibn Adel Al-Hanbali.

The Thesis, discussed Ibn Adel’s way (method) in interpreting the Holy Qura’an through his book (Al-Lubab Fee Oloom Al-Kitab) based on searching basis approved according to scientific search method.

The thesis has been classified in two parts as follows:-

Part One:-

Has been dedicated for studying the Curriculum Vitae (The scientific life of Ibn Adel Al-Hanbali, and that came in three chapters:-

The first chapter: The common life during the age of Ibn Adel and its influence on him.

The second chapter: discussed the personal life of Ibn Adel and his scientific culture.

The Third chapter: was general description of his interpretation of Holy Qura’an.

Second part:-
 Has been dedicated for studying Ibn Adel’s method in his interpretation (Al-Lubab), and that came in eight chapters, and as follows:-

Chapter 1: Discussed the resources of the interpretation of Ibn Adel, and that has been classified into seven sub-chapters:-

1st: his resources from the interpretation books.

2nd: his resources from Hadeeth Books (Hadeeth is whatever reached us from prophet Moh’d (PBUH) of speech, act, and approval.

3rd: His resources from Al-Qira’at Books (Qira’at means the way of reading the Holy Qura’an according to the different accent of the Arab tribes in the Arabia and how do they understand the revelation.

4th: His resources from Books of Mother Arabic Language and its Grammar.

5th: His resources from Jurisprudence Books. 

6th: His resources from Doctrine Books.

7th: His resources from his History and Seerah Books (Seerah: means the personal life history of prophet Moh’d (PBUH).

Chapter 2: Has been dedicated to show Ibn Adel’s care of interpreting by the transmitted from the prophet Moh’d (PBUH) and his companions, as well as the self-opinion of the interpreters and his way in compromising between them, and that came in introduction and two chapters; In the introduction illustrated the Ibn Adel’s way in showing his method.

And the first chapter: Discussed the transmitted from the Prophet direction with Ibn Adel.

The second chapter: Discussed the self-opinion interpretations direction with Ibn Adel.

Chapter 3 : Discussed two aspects:-

The first: Dedicated for the lingual issues which Ibn Adel discussed through his interpretation.

The second: Dedicated for tailing the opinions of lingual scientists in his interpretation.

Chapter 4: Discussed Ibn Adel’s trend in caring of the different Qura’anic sciences and that came in seven Sub-Chapters:-

The 1st : Illustrates the reasons of descending the Revelation.

The 2nd : Illustrated the Qura’anic part revealed in Mecca and Qura’anic part revealed in Medina.

 The 3rd: Discussed the “Qira’at”.

The 4th: Discussed the reasons of “ Revelation”

The 5th: Discussed the “Naskh” (Al-Naskh: Means replacing one verse of the Holy Qura’an instead of another one (In applying the rules in terms of Jurisprudence).

The 6th: Discussed the moral excellence of the Suras ( Chapters of Qura’an).

The 7th: Discussed the “Muhkam” part of Qura’an and “Al-Mutashabeh” part of Qura’an. (Al-Muhkam means the clear meaning of versus and Al-Mutashabeh means the conflicting meaning of versus).

Chapter 5: This part has been dedicated for studying the Jurisprudence and its roots (basis) in the interpretation of Ibn Adel. And that contained:-

Section 1: Discussed the Ibn Adel Jurisprudence’s basis.

Section 2: Discussed the fundamental issues which have been discussed by Ibn Adel.

Section 3: Discussed Ibn Adel’s method   in derivation of Jurisprudence’s rules.

Chapter 6: Has been dedicated for the doctrine’s trend in Ibn Adel’s interpretation and his position toward the several sects and that has been made in three chapters:-

1st: The Divine issues.

2nd: Prophitism issues.

3rd: Unseen Issues.

Chapter 7: Has been dedicated for studying the “Israeeliat” ( Al-Israeeliat means the tales which have been added to the Islamic books and Qura’an interpretation by the Jose who interred Islam in the late centuries and has no basis in Islam itself) in the interpretation of Ibn Adel.

And that contained tow chapters:-

The 1st: Introduction to “Israeeliat” and interpreter’s position toward it.

The 2nd: Discussed Ibn Adel’s position toward the Israili tales in his interpretation.

Chapter 8: Discussed the evaluation of Ibn Adel’s interpretation and the contained tow chapters:-

The 1st: Discussed the Scientific value of the Ibn Adel’s interpretation.

The 2nd: Advantages and disadvantages of Ibn Adel’s interpretation.
