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        All Praise is due to Allah, and blessings and peace be upon Prophet 

Muhammad whom no prophet came after him. 

This study deals with mental protestation. Specifically it aims at 

exploring rhetorical methods of mental protestation, its miraculous secrets in 

the Holey Quran as well as the vital values which are involved. 

This study is comprised of an introduction, a preface, two sections, and 

is concluded by technical indexes. The introduction presents the value of the 

subject, the reasons for choosing it, the plan which has been addressed, and 

its methodology of analysis and extraction. 

The preface elucidates the vocabulary of the title by displaying the 

meaning of mental protestation, its types, and how to differentiate it from the 

controversy. Furthermore, the status of mental protestation in the rhetorical 

lesson, and its relation with the Quran studies are clarified. 

The study then explores the impressive styles of mental protestation, its 

miraculous art and supreme rhetorical eloquence; underlying the purposes 

and delicate meanings of the styles used. These are presented in two sections: 

Methods of Mental Protestation in the Holey Quran. This section is further 

subdivided into three sections. The first comprises the main ways of 

protestation and  demonstration. The dialogue method is the first way of 

protestation, which is based on the words of the addressee, his way of viewing 

the case and responding to it. The second method is responding to the doubts 

and false claims, by provoking arguments which are based on mental 



precedence to consider the issues presented.The third method is comprised of 

using arguments and evidence based on different ways of inference. This is to 

confirm the belief and to report its assets, and to purify the souls from 

blemishes of paganism and disbelief. 

The second section addresses the common rhetorical features of the 

protestation, alternating between the presentation of systemic and objective 

features, the degrees of protestation, its characterization, as well as 

pondering over the great rhetorical purposes, and into understanding its 

secrets. 

This study has revealed some miraculous aspects and some renewed gifts 

and endless delicate meanings which are smartly embedded. It also finds that 

the Quran exhibits some styles of protestation; each has its place and vital 

value. In these styles rhetorical methods are joined with delicate expressions 

to captivate the mind and reveal the richness of meanings and proficiency and 

master performance of language. 

The study is concluded by a summary illustrating the researcher’s 

efforts, the results of the study as well as its recommendations. This is 

followed by various technical indexes of Quranic verses, Prophetic narrations 

and an index of poetry and references. In addition, two indexes of subjects, 

one is detailed and the other is generalized.
