In the Name of Allah the Most Gracious the Most Merciful

Abstract :
Praise be to Allah Who made a reason for everything and descended the miraculous holy book into his slave; a book that contains all the wisdom and news. And peace be upon Mohammed the most honored and noblest person in the whole world and upon his highborn companions.

Allah sent down the holy Quran to Mohammed (peace be upon him) to dominate all the holy books Allah had sent down before, made it a miracle and a path and by which challenged the Arabs who were the masters of eloquence and rhetoric. The holy Quran is the constitution of the Creator to reform his creatures and its is the way by which Islamic nations can pass its crisis. As prophet Mohammed (peace be upon him) says: “Oh Muslims, you should hang on to the holy book of Allah, which includes the tidings of the early nations before you and the nations who will come after you and the favors amongst you, he who abandoned it will be punished by Allah and who follows other than his guidance Allah will make him go astray, it is the strong connection with Allah and the wise book and the straight path”. That was the reason behind my orientation towards the holy Quran, which represents the light and guidance, truthfulness and fairness, the sprig from which scholars never feel satisfied and pious people are never fed up from and which can’t be created in spite of the many replies. Certainly, its verses capture me, its addressing shakes me and its calls give me power. Therefore, I decided to live with the holy Quran, live for it and live by it both in meditation and consideration. 

Many reasons pushed me to choose this title (The Concept of Tyranny and Tyrants in The Holy Quran) from several other titles that come to my mind. Allah’s will and grace made me choose this subject to be the topic of my thesis and a new turnover in my soul and my life. May be the most important reasons, which motivated me to sail in the sea of the holy Quran is my tremendous love to this holy book whose – the spring that never run out and the one which can’t be created in spite of reading it repeatedly. So its donation remains opulent and never comes to an end, to give us the meanings of genuine and straight life that is suitable for every time and every place. In addition to that, whenever I read the holy Quran, the verses of tyranny and tyrants always catch my eyes and take me to another world, a world that is stained by the human’s hands after he was created in the best shape, but he forgot his humanity and became a tyrant. So, I wanted to identify the aspects of this world in the well-known curiosity of keen scholars who are eager to have knowledge. I found that the scholars of Islamic nation competed in this field, each one presenting their ideas and opinions to describe this concept and state its impacts. This concept is a very complicated and ramified and every scholar explained it from his point of view. It is really an international humanitarian cause whose essence is the detachment of the human from his humanity until he becomes a beast who adopts the law of the jungle in the world. So, I wanted to explain this concept as much as I can, so the title of my thesis became (The Concept of Tyranny and Tyrants in The Holy Quran). 

I decided - after relining on Almighty Allah – to study this subject for the following objectives:

- Attempting to  

With all the trust in Allah, I have made up my mind to study this subject aiming at: attaining the right concept of tyranny and tyrants mentioned in the holly Quran and pointing out that Islam-with its Quranic methodology, beliefs and legislation has conveyed to us the right perception of life via the organization of individual and society behavior in all aspects of life .the intention to reach the straight image called upon by the holy Quran to avoid this; as well as illustrating the right image about this conception in the perception of a Muslim individual, and finally attempting to interpret the verses that refer to tyranny and tyrants after being collected and illustrated.

 As the nature of the subject required dividing the study into three chapters preceded by a introduction and followed by a conclusion; the research plan was as the following:

Chapter one has dealt with the definition of tyranny and idols and it consisted of three sections as follows:

The first section defined tyranny and idols linguistically and terminologically and this section included two topics: the first defines tyranny and idols linguistically and the second defines tyranny and idol terminologically. 

The second section included the aspect of tyranny and idols in the holy Quran and as we did in the same section, we were abided by the same division in the second section. The first topic tackled tyranny aspects and the second dealt with omnipotence aspects. While the third section discusses the subject of tyranny and tyrants’ history. 

Chapter two dealt with the vocabularies of tyranny and its types, which are mentioned in the holy Quran, such as injustice, oppression, aggression and excessiveness. But the second section includes tyranny types such as; belief, economic and political tyranny.

Chapter three counted and collected all the forms of tyranny and idol, which were mentioned in the Quranic verses. The chapter was divided into two sections and several topics as different form were mentioned. The first topic included in the first section, which reported the tyranny forms, dealt with the infinitive and the gerund. And the second topic dealt with the simple past tense, the third tackled the present tense while the fourth dealt with the superlative form. The second section that included idol forms comprised two topics; the infinitive and plural forms. 

The researcher adopted a methodology, in which scientific accuracy and clarity were embodied, and as the following: 

The researcher used the inductive analytical method and referred to explicit Quranic texts in studying tyranny and the similar vocabularies. The researcher also committed himself to scientific truthfulness in ascribing the statements to the persons announced them and making sure that these statements were conveyed correctly from these persons’ books or else he would have taken them from other books that adopted these statements. 

 The researcher supported his study with legislative texts taken from the holy Quran, texts from the pure Sunnah and scholars’ statements. And the researcher also referred to the Quranic verses displaying their positions in the holy Quran by mentioning the name of the Sura and the number of the verse in the margin. Predication of Hadiths, which were reported during the research process- was achieved by referring to Sunna books. The most important references that were used –except the holy Quran – are the books related to Quran commentaries, books of Hadith, books of Islamic thought and Quranic studies.

First. The concept of tyranny can not be limited and confined and the difference in ideological and cultural methodologies gave tyranny meanings and several definitions. In this research, we attempted to shed to shed a light on this concept by the means of the holy Quran.

Second. Quarn commentators have different views in determining the meaning of tyranny. Some of them gave tyranny an explanatory meaning and others did not explain it in details as its meaning is clear for them.

Third. We found that the holy Quran used this word as an inclusive and absolute word. So it –the Quran- did not limit it by a specific range, but instead gave it different dimensions and related it to symbols who represented this meaning. Tyranny is not a certain period of time, confined to some people, or related to specific time and place, rather it repeats through the course of time whenever people move away from Allah’s Shari’a and follow the path of going astray and temptation. 

Fourth. The holy Quran showed us that tyranny is a serious topic and has an adverse results as it is non-commitment to the universe codes, life laws and going back to law of jungle.

Fifth. The holy Quran shows us that injustice, oppression, aggression and excessiveness are all a prelude for tyranny and the meanings of this words lead to tyranny when they are beyond their limits and whenever injustice, oppression, aggression and excessiveness are found, we find tyranny. 

Sixth. Tyranny appears in different shapes and modes. The most important of these, that was mentioned in the holy Quran are: belief tyranny, economic tyranny and political tyranny embodied in the holy Quran by characters and persons who reflected the three modes of tyranny. 

Seventh. We found that the two words; tyranny and idols were mentioned in the holy Quran in different forms. Each of these forms has its signification and dimensions according to the Quranic context.

Eighth. We found that the two words; tyranny and idols associated with verses talking about hypocrites, polytheists and the people of the book, which means that all these types of people were practicing the concepts of tyranny and omnipotence as means to impose their will on others. 

Ninth. From the research, it was shown that tyranny emerges from the feelings and emotions generated by inferiority and repression. 

Tenth. From studying holy Quran in details, it was that tyranny is the direct reason behind the deterioration and underdevelopment of societies and the destruction and the extinction of civilizations. And the resulted devastation and permanent torture are the outcome of tyranny. 

Finally, I hope that the humble work I have fulfilled is to be pure for Allah and for the service of science. So, if I was right, then it is a virtue from Allah and if I was wrong, it is ascribed to me for failure and slackness and I am might be excused for the human nature I have which oscillate between right and wrong and perfection is for Allah only.

Therefore I pray to Allah to accept our deeds he favored to us and may we get benefit by what thee taught us and may bestow upon us truthfulness and sincerity by what we have already done, be benefit for Muslims and may account it in the scale of our good deeds when we meet Him in the Day of Judgment, Allah is the best Masters and the best of Supporters.
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
