Abstract

The importance of studying the construction of the sentence stems from the fact it considers complete instead of partial semantics .as the components of complete semantics’ are a mix of a large number of components bounded by the language’s system.


The approach of this context is based on the Holy Quran and especially in the verses concerning Heaven and Hell. The strength of this study and its components are derived from every formalization of structures and the function and semantics within its context in the Holy Quran in order to achieve its aim as a sentence and the larger objectives in the complete frame of the holy Quran which ‘s unity refers to the unity of Allah and refers that the life is not meaningless and that resurrection, retribution, and punishment exist.

The approach on which we relayed in his study was based on the sentences in the opening of the verses concerning heaven and hell and which we found them categorized into no more three categories of sentences (nominal, verbal, and conditional sentences). Thus, the study was divided to three chapters preceded by a preface of the most important points the study.
The first topic was dedicated for elucidating the nominal sentence, which was further divided into assertive and nonassertive. The second chapter considered the verbal sentence, which was distributed among the past and present tenses and imperative sentence. The third chapter considered he verses staring with conditional entrances ad was divided according to the conditional articles started by these sentences. 
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
