The Pleading in Holy Quran

(semantic study)

The definition of [Pleading]: is that each party in conflict, presents his evidence to others.

This study deals with pleading a subject that accupies a wide area in the Holy Quran. It is considered to be worthy studied and spend effort as it contains a lot of meaning that the Holy Quran was keen to teach them to his reader and listeners, thus emphasizing the principles of the Islamic religion that God had chosen for the humanity.

As the Holy Quran addresses  the beloved believers as well as the unbelievers who try their best to deny this religion and put it down by giving false evidence with religious corer, but God (Holy Quran) has faced them and expose their false (wrong) evidence and denied all their works and thoughts. I had stood upon the believers styles and devices as well as concerning the inflection, construction and rhetoric. There for the research comprises the preliminary, three chapters and a conclusion.

In the preliminary I’ve mentioned the concept of pleading, and its applications in the Holy Quran, the differences among pleading, conversation and reason for it and its evidences.

The first chaper comprises the study of the structur of the verbs, geurneds and derivationals in pleading verses.

Therefore the nature of the study of this chapter, necessitate that this chapter should be divided into there subclass. First I’ve studied semantical forms of verbs in pleading verses. Second I’ve studied semantic structure of derivational in the pleading verses. Third semantical structure of geurneds comprises the constructional semantic according to this study I divided this chapter to three topic. Firstly I’ve mentioned the nominal predicative clause and its semantic, the verbal clause in past and present tense with its semantic in pleading verses. Secondly, the topic consist of the composition clause in its vary forms which are: interrogative, imperative negative and vocative clause with its semantical in the pleading verses. Thirdly, I’ve mentioned the semantic of forward delying and elision in the pleading verses.

Finally, the last chapter which contains  the rhetorical semantic which is divided into four subclass which are: the first on dealing with accuracy of pronoun ciation, used by Quran expression in pleading verses. In the second one I was acquinted with the last word in each verses in Quran with its accuracy usage in the pleading verses. In the third one I’ve balanced a stylistic balance among the pleading verses. Finally I’ve mentioned the rhetorical devices in pleading verses.
