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We must recourse to the glorious book as an origin, When we look at the future and When we are full of ambition for abutter tomorrow, that the book of God (the almighty), the Holy Quran.


Satisfies our curiosity – the book which words enter the hearts quickly, to enlighten minds, and to cultivate the souls and converting to the straight way, that its words are a life which is full of noble meaning, and alight for science and work. 

The researcher chose this subject after a deep consultation with the Prof. Dr. Gassed Yasir AL- Zaidi.

I was eager together between the chronic lesson and the semantic lesson since my preparatory studying in m.a. depending in this regard on the Quran provoking to complete its clear verses and bright verbals.

I began- after my depending on god (the Almighty) to collect the different verbals of nature in the contexts which appeared there in, and after my completing its numbering I put their plan and studied their verbals semantically, to know their individual and syntactic meanings by looking for the semantic relationship between them, and I gathered the verbals that are connected in one semantic relationship, other this relationship was between the two verbals outside the context or in the same context, like the containing of the context the two attached verbals, or one of them was an adjective for the other or it was an opposite there to by Antonio, opposite or it was clearing there of from what has been within the context.

The relationships may be occurred semantically between the verbals which are not in one context but they are connected semantically as from the expressive system and the methods of predication.

I put each group under general title – i.e.; one relationship. According the present study is divided into five chapters. These general preliminary that is divided into three sections. The first one deals with the definition of the two concepts of the relationship and the significance and its kinds. The second one sheds the light on the definition of the concept of semantic context and the showing of its kinds and the thirds one studies the concept of nature and its kinds.

Chapter one discusses (symmetry relationship) and it is subdivided into two sections, preceded by preliminary about the concept of this relationship. The first section is devoted to the semantic symmetry relationship between the convergent verbals of nature and the second one deal with the semantic symmetry relationship between the divergent verbals of nature.

Chapter two concerns with (analogical relationship) and it is subdivided into two sections preceded by preliminary in the concept of this relationship. The first one discusses the semantic analogical relationship between the convergent verbals of nature, and the second one study the semantic analogical relationship between the divergent verbals of nature.

Chapter three deals with the opposing relationship, and it is subdivided into two sections preceded by preliminary that discusses the concept of the semantic opposing and the showing of its kinds. The first section studies the silent and vital elements of nature opposing. The second one is devoted to the verbals of nature phenomena.

Chapter four studies (multimeanings relationships), and it is divided into two sections. The first sheds the light on sharing relationship. It is discusses the concept of sharing with the presenting of group of the nature’s verbals that have similar meaning (semantic similarity). The second section deals with the antithesis relationship and it contains the concept of antithetical verbals of nature.

Chapter five is characterized with generality and totality that it discusses other relationships. It is subdivided into three sections. The first studies the symbolism relationship, the second one discusses the smallness and largeness relationship and the third one deals with obscurity, rhetoric, summarization and preference relationship.

RESULTS:

1. The semantic symmetry between the two verbals is not achieved expect in case of the unity agreement, and the equality of the two verbals in essence and significance that the first verbal can be dispensed there of to be replaced by the second one, and this symmetry between the natural verbals can be considered as appearance of chronic expression in presenting the science of the nature.

2. The holy Quran intended to the elements of nature as averse of his ability- the almighty- following one of the styles of artistic coordination in the scenes of nature, the artistic personification, addressing those element like those who understand and reason, and it stripped them of the characteristics of live creatures.

3. The semantic analogy is considered as another appearance of the artistic coordination in chronic style and it indicates the similarity and the convergence of verbals in meaning with alittle difference.

4. Semantic opposing in all it’s kinds is considered as one of the most important semantic relationships between the connected verbals in one context and then are no opposing verbals in two different context.

5. It is noticed that the semantically antithetical nature’s verbals are not used in the holy Quran morally, but all their usage’s were sensual. The Holy Quran intended to perceive them on the senses.

6. The verbals of nature, especially the alive may be ranged from the small to the big, and these descriptions are mentioned according to what is required by the context of phrase, that their cornice usage will be very accurate, taking into consideration the requirements of the position.
