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ABSTRACT

This research discusses the effort of finding the answer of a query which still up
until to day seeking for an answer. That question is about: Was Queen Sheba that
mentioned in the Holy Koran and Torah an inhabitant of the north Arabian Peninsula or
the south of it? In other words were Queen Sheba and her people from the inhabitants of
the north Arabian Peninsula or from the south? The researcher discusses the information
that stated in the sources about Sheba people and compares it with the archeological
remains for those people especially what came in the Holy Koran and the carvings and
the ruins for the purpose of knowing their own homeland in the period that witnessed the
visit of Queen Sheba to the King Solomon in Palestine. The research has been divided
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into six chapters: 1- Queen Sheba in Torah. 2- Queen Sheba and her people in the Holy
Koran. 3- The harmony of the Koranic evidences with the archeological carvings
concerning the southern homeland of Sheba people. 4- Queen Sheba in the historical
books. 5- Queen Sheba in the books of orientalists and the Arabic historians. 6-The
epilogue. The research came to a conclusion that Queen Sheba that mentioned in the Holy
Koran and in Torah ruled the south of the Arabian Peninsula and went from there to
Palestine to meet King Solomon and not as some think that she and her people were
living in the north of the Arabian Peninsula next to Solomon's kingdom.
