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ABSTRACT

This study explores comparative form in the Holy Quran, as they
are numerous and has selected the most worth of studying for their
semantic controversies. It is based on explaining the development
between what is mentioned in the dictionary, indicated by the linguistic
semantics of the word before comparative form is derived, and it is
derived form in the Quran indicated by the Quranic context. The study
explains all what have been said about its reference. The study explains
all what have been said about its reference, makes the possible
classifications, states much of the misunderstating in many of its
references, mentions the reason and puts the solution, analyzes the
syntactical structure of the comparative sentence and states the structural
and significant differences between comparatives and their structure. The
inflectional aspect is referred to, when necessary.

The study consists of an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion.

The introduction deals with comparatives: the definition, the parts,
grammarians opinions regarding comparatives, conditions of formulation

and cases. It also deals with the preposition () and specification.

Chapters division is based on the compared object whether
mentioned or deleted. Chapter one deals with the mentioned compared
object where all comparatives are followed by the compared, either

expressed by mean of the preposition ( ) or be the genitive construction.

Chapter two deals with the deleted compared object. Concerning chapter
three, it deals with the mentioned and deleted compared object.
Comparative are arranged alphabetically and included (40). A
semantic appendix is also included and contains (21) of the comparatives.
Thus, the study numerates (61) comparatives.
The study concludes the following:
The comparatives are used when adjective is mainly referred to.
Agreement between the two compared objects could be real,
estimated or conceived.
The adjective that the comparative is based on could be common
between the two compared objects.
Comparatives between two different adjectives is mentioned in the
Quran.
Other conclusions concerns specific comparatives.
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
