After this proress of study and research on the Augmented Verb farms in the seven long suras (Texts), we can cum up the main results of the Resarch as fallow:
1-The theary of semantic scopes is on of the important thearies in the study of meaning . its aim is to collect the words htat concern a specific field and to discover their interrelation and their relation ships to the general term.

2-The Arabs have a clear and distinotive influence in the study of meaning . The theory that is called to day "The Theary of semantic scopes" was not away form their study . they recognized it in their books. The best evidence of that is their dictionaries of meaning and books represented by special treatises on specific subjects such as (Horses) , (plants)….etc. Their dictionaries are considered the basic elements in the field of studying the denotation of words though it was not known by this name ,i.e (The semantic scopes) or (semantic spheres) 
3-The Verb is one of the bases of the verb sentence associated with an event and time . Linguists took great interest in it in the old and the modern times. They divided it into unaugmented and Augmented .

There is the trilateral augmented and there is also the Quadriliteral Augmeted verb. The Triliteral forms are the most commonly used Arabic forms Owing to their easiness , lightness and their common occurance in Arabic speech.  

4-The context and the associations with in the context are of great effect in determining the meaning of a word. The value of any linguistic element cannot be finally and completely defined exceot through its context and the surrounding words which determine its meaning .The change is a change of meaning and the semantic value of a word lies in its meaning .
5-Utterance and meaning were viewed by ancient as well as modem scientists .A great many scientists studied this question (utterance and meaning )each according to his specialization so there were different views .The conjugational from had the greatest portion of their study. The ancient scholars also studied the beauty of this form .The ancient scholar possessed a distinguished ability to detect the shades of meaning Of this form and its suitability to the secrets and aspects of this beauty .

6-The form is the makeup with its diacritical marks which difine its meaning and is out into a certain mold according to the rules decided by a language . The ancients took an interest in the study of the conjugational forms interest in the study of the conjugational forms and the determination of augmented and unaugmented verb forms.

The meanings of augmented verbs wew defind according to the affixes added . Each affix has a special meaning .Affixes do not occur at random bat for semantic purposes or phonological purposes  to be assed to the stem. This affix is either of the same kind of letters of a word or Of other letters.
7-There appeared many conjugational meanings defined by conjugationists , researchers and even interpreters .There is sort of association among the meanings of some forms i,e they have common meaning such as the forms [ifta,ala افتعل] and [Fa,ala فاعل] which denote "increasing" and others .There are other meaning such as "choice" ,"magnification" and   "making or Rendering" for the form [Fa,alla فعل] 
8-The most recurrent forms in the Glorious Kor,an is the form [Afa, افعل] .Its commonest meaning is "Transitiveness". This name is used figuratively and for simplification.
9-The least recurrent form is the form [ifa,l افعل] The verbs [iswadda اسود-ibyadh,a ابيض] in one sphere.

10-There are forms which wew not mentioned in the Glorios Kora,an . It is the form [Ufaa,lla افعال] and it was mentioned in the form of the participle [Mudhammatan مدهامتان] The form [Ifawala افعوعل] .
11-The form [Afa,l افعل] manifested 18 main scopes .The number of verbs in the past form was (336)verbs ; the present form (326) verbs; the imperative (54) verbs.
12-The form [fa,alla فعل] manifested (9) main scopes and the of verbs in the past form (60) verbs, in the present (113) verbs and (15) verbs in the imperative. 

13-The form [fa:ala فاعل] manifested (6) main scopes and the number of verbs in the past from (30) verbs , in the present (46) verbs and (20) verbs in the imperative.

14-The form [ifta,ala افتعل] manifested (8) main scopes and the number of verbs in the past form was (89) verbs, the present : (101) verbs and (45) verbs in the imperative.

15-The form [tafa,alla تفعل] manifested (6) main scopes and the number of verbs in the past from was (63) verbs, the present (89) verbs and (17)verb in the imperative.
16-The form [tafal:ala تفاعل] showed (4) main scopes and the number of verbs in the past form was (16) verbs , the present (4) verbs and (one) verb in the imperative form.

17-The form [infa,ala انفعل] manifested one verb and the number of verbs in the past form was (3) verbs.
18-The form [ifa,lla افعل] manifested one verb and the number of verbs in the past form was (2) verbs only and (2)verbs in the present form as well .

19-The form [Istafa,ala استفعل] manifested it self among the augmented trilateral verbs and it is one of the most recurrent forms in the Glorious Koran and it has (7) main scopes .The most common of its meanings is "Request" The number of verbs in the past form was (37) verbs , the present (30) verbs and (5) verbs in the imperative.

20-The Koran is a miraculous text in its words , in its style , in its choice of utterances that are expressive and suggeitive of meaning that are effective in the minds of its heares , in the suitability and Coherence of sound so as to suit the dignity of the verse .The Glorious Koran chooses the word that is precise ,expressive and That portrays the meaning .The Koran prefers a word to another ,A word longer than another as required by the Situation or context . Two words may be similar in meaning but they are different in their phonolical constituents . the form and meaning are different in their phonolical constituents . the form and meaning Are proportional to a great extent .The utterances of the Koran are Artistically propotional and that is made by intentional artistic.

21-The relation ship between the general and specific .The verbs that are associated with the general meaning of the sphere participate in its whole meaning .
_One of the most important relations that emerged in the spheres and the most recurrent is the relation of apposition by contrasts .

_The points of apposition by contrasts are many and recurrent in the Koranic context.

_The relation ship of semantic approximation .I preferred to call it approximation rather than synonymns because synonyms as a linguistic phenomena cannot be denied .The Koranic use of words has a divine character that is unmatched by human speech because they are chosen by God. (Glory be to him) . we cannot put a original word is in a sort of equilibirium with the context and suitable to the situation even in its sound and suggestive tone that is unigely expressive. Sometimes the same context.

_The relation ship of opposites .They were there .although they were not used so much as some scholars portrayed ,They were considered mostly as figurative.

_The relation ship of partiality inclusion and similitude recurred in some spheres at a small rate.

_The relation ship of participation .in the Glorious Koran verbs of different meanings occurred and they were contined to a certain meaning through the associatios of their context .Thus, the context is of great importance in determining the meaning of a form .For a definite implicatance many things combine .The most important of them are the nature of the form , the augment ,the phonological constituent .In situations of menace, threat or warning emphasis and exaggeration .so do the forms of long syllables and strong and intense accentuation .
