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Abstract
        This study is concerned with the implicit pronoun in the Glorious Qura'an. Implicit pronoun is defined here as the third person singular pronoun which may refer to more than one antecedent in the context and this is due to lack of the specified element or the existence of more than one specified element with each one identifying its own referent or antecedent .

        The study is conducted in three chapters and an introduction to reveal three notions (the implicit pronoun , the third person pronoun and the antecedent ) . The first chapter is devoted to the study of the referent of the implicit pronoun from which implicitness ( as a phenomenon) is created showing its value and shapes ( as well as the relation between its value and shapes ) and we concluded that it is either preposed before its pronoun explicitly or implicitly 

      In the second chapter we have tried to clarify the reasons of the implicitness of the pronoun  so the chapter is called “ The Reasons of the Implicitness of the Pronouns”. These reasons are syntactic , semantic and rhetorical . The third chapter shows the procedures that we can follow to unify the referent and the principles which can be relied upon  to adopt a referent rather than another . This may result in the uncovering of the implicit pronoun, so the chapter is called “ The Methods of Clarifying the Implicates of the Pronoun ". These methods are either syntactic or semantic.

        As far as the results of the study are concerned, it seems that these results are so many that such a limited abstract can constitute. The study is recent, complicated and difficult. However, we have clarified this subject and the principles followed with the most important result showing the activity of the implicates of pronoun in the Glorious Qura’an . The construction, which constitutes the implicit pronoun, is said to reveal different meanings, which are so eloquent and rhetorical than those constructions which, are clear from such pronouns. This leads us to consider the implicates of pronoun as a phenomenon of inimitability.    
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
