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Abstract

     The title is (The Inquiries of the Quran Sciences in the Tafseer of the Scholar Al-Shanqeeti and circles). It is made up of an introduction, preface, six chapters and a conclusion and an annex of the works of notables and a list of resources. 


The introduction included the importance of the subject, and method of the researcher the importance, procedure, and method of the study. It includes a preface about the age in which Al-Shanqeeti lived, his biography, his procedure.


The first chapter of the study treated the reason of descendence in seven inquiries. The first inquiry of which deals with the definition of reasons of descend, and the opinions of Al-Shanqeeti. The second inquiry tackles the benefits of reasons of descend, the third what is depended on knowing the reasons of descend and the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti towards these. The fourth inquiry is to show forms of expression of the reasons of descend and the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti of that. The fifth inquiry on the other hand is narratives in the reasons of descend and the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti of that. The sixth inquiry tackles the significance is it he generality of the utterance not lies in the particularity the reasons of descend and the attitude of   Al-Shanqeeti to it. The seventh is to show the image of reasons of descend is important and the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti of that.


The second chapter included the Quran reading in two inquiries; the first inquiry is the definition of readings, divisions, rules and the attitudes of Al-Shanqeeti of that. The second inquiry tackles the relation of the readings of tafseer. 

The third chapter included Nasikh (abrogating) and Minsookh (abrogated) in nine inquiries; the first inquiry is about the lingual and terminological meaning of Nasikh (abrogating) and the opinions of Al-Shanqeeti. The second is about the difference between the Nasikh (abrogating) and specialization for Al-Shanqeeti. The third about the types of the abrogation of the tradition with tradition, and the abrogation of Quran with Quran. The fifth chapter is showing the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti to the types of Nasikh (abrogating) in terms of utterances and ruling which are the Nasikh (abrogating) the recitation and ruling together and the Nasikh (abrogating) and retaining the ruling, or Nasikh (abrogating) of the ruling and retaining the recitation. The sixth inquiry is about the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti towards the unfounded Nasikh (abrogating), the seventh inquiry is about the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti to the Nasikh (abrogating) of the ruling. The seventh inquiry is to show what is what and the Nasikh (abrogating) of ruling. The eighth inquiry is to show the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti towards the Nasikh (abrogating) of ruling before being able to take action. The last inquiry is about the places of agreement and disagreement in the Manasookh (abrogated) verses in the holy Quran for Al-Shanqeeti in his interpretation.


The fourth chapter included the evident (Muhkam) and the similar. The first spoke about the division to evident (Muhkam) and the similar in the Holy Quran. The third is about the disagreement of the scholars in regard to the science of the rooted in sciences about the evident (Muhkam) and the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti of that. The fourth inquiry is about the opinions of the scholars in the sectioned-letters in the beginning of the verses and the attitude of the Al-Shanqeeti towards that. The fifth inquiry cleared attitude of Al-Shanqeeti from the similar featured. 


The fifth chapter is about the interpretation of Quran Tafseer in four inquiries; the first inquiry is about the definiaiton of Tafseer according to Al-Shanqeeti, the second is about the definition of explanation taaweel and the difference between the two concepts and the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti from both concepts. We spoke about the conditions of Taaweel for Al-Shanqeeti and its types, the fourth inquiry is about the attitude of Al-Shanqeeti towards the interpretation tafseer with the transmitted accounts and with opinion.

The sixth chapter includes miscellaneous issues in three inquiries; the first inquiry the definition of Quran, and its names, and the language of Arabs. The second inquiry about the revelation and the opinion of
Al-Shanqeeti, the third is about the definition of the verse for Al-Shanqeeti.


Then, the conclusion includes the most important findings of the study. The most important point about Al-Shanqeeti and his care for the Quran in tafseer, and taking it to arrive at the commandment ruling.
